Bill Bottorff, Director of Public Works noted the signage, upon entering Cecil Township, will be  
replaced with a 4’ high and 6’ wide sign.   Chairman Casciola noted the white background is not  
a good choice.  There was discussion regarding Hahn Road.

Dan Deiseroth noted in his report: 

 he and Bruce Bosle met with the architect for Muse Elementary School regarding the  
             street improvements.  There was discussion regarding a secondary access. 

 additional discussion regarding McConnell Road and items were identified regarding 
what the Board brought up at the Public Hearing. 

 Supervisor Egizio noted his concerns regarding Burnside Road onto Muse-Bishop Road. 

 the paving bids would be open March 18. 
 
SOLICITOR’S REPORT: 
Solicitor Christopher Voltz noted out of the previous Executive Session:

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NEW BUSINESS: 
DISCUSS COLLECTION OF DELINQUENT STREET LIGHT AND FIRE HYDRANT ASSESSMENTS 
Don Gennuso noted there is a significant amount due and the Township can go after through  
liens filed by the Solicitor.  He noted the Board sets the rates and fees.  It was recommended to  
appoint a special solicitor and that attorney flat rates can be added to the judgments. 
 
DISCUSSION REGARDING A SAFE ZONE AS IN PETERS AND SOUTH FAYETTE TOWNSHIPS. 
 
 
OLD BUSINESS: 
There was discussion regarding: 

 Recycling events of electronics, tires, and hazardous waste.  It was noted it was too 
costly and an alternative for electronics is the one held monthly at the Washington 
County Fairgrounds.   Bill Bottorff had info regarding tire recycling. 

 The Treasury Bond – Mr. Gennuso explained the coverage

 The microphone system -  Mr. Gennuso informed the Board that he had three different 
companies come out and he noted the 11 new lapel microphones would be hard wired

There was discussion regarding the ABB property in Muse.  Chairman Casciola noted there has  
been recent contact with the Redevelopment Development Authority in Washington County  
who agreed to participate in Phases I and II studies if the property owner, ABB Environmental,  
would allow.  This would be of no cost to the Township.  It was noted that the Township would  
be interested in approximately 15 acres (10 acres for a Public Works building and 5 acres for a  
fire substation) and the road access to Muse School. 
Additionally Canon Mac Youth Baseball Association expressed an interest to being a part of  
property acquisition for their use.  Chairman Casciola requested any input from those in  
attendance. 
 
Supervisor Egizio expressed his concerns regarding safety issues of school busses and the  
needed access off Burnside Road to Muse School. 
A general consensus of the Board directed Dan Deiseroth to contact the school district  
regarding making the temporary construction to be a permanent entrance to the school and  
also future connection to Burnside Road.  
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CITIZENS’ COMMENTS: 
Resident Dave Losko of 708 Redwood Drive addressed the Board regarding maintenance of the  
alley behind his residence and a signed petition that he presented to the Board.  Supervisor  
Egizio addressed the condition of the alley noting it is a grass base.  Additionally, Mr. Losko  
requested weight limits be put on the roads and bridges.  Dan Deiseroth explained the  
procedure to put the weight limits on roads.  Mr. Gennuso noted the state puts weight limits on  
the bridges.   
 
 
 
 

Resident Bob Abt, Vice-President of the Canon Mac Youth Baseball Association, addressed the  
Board and thanked the Parks and Recreation Board and Mr. Mikulski for a good job on the  
concession stand.   Additionally, Mr. Abt presented and gave an update of their league.  
Additionally, he noted: 

 upon approval from their Board, future funds could be given if the Township pursues 
the acquisition of any ABB property for their recreational use  

 they are a non-profit organization  

 they have recently hired a grant writer 

 they have a large annual fundraiser at the Washington County Fairgrounds 
Requested funds from the Township for the maintenance of the Township fields. 
Additionally, he requested approval for a sign to be put up for their organization’s registration. 
 
 
 
 

Resident Ron Fleeher inquired about the status of the 11-1/2 acres of the Falconi property.  Mr.  
Abt addressed his inquiry.  Chairman Casciola noted their organization could be eligible for LSA  
money. 
Chairman Casciola noted the Board will address their request for funds. 
 
 

Resident Dave Bradwell of 20 Birch Way addressed the Board and requested a motion for a  
forensic audit.   Chairman Casciola addressed his comment and noted there has been a previous  
request and there was no motion.  Additionally, it was noted that there is an annual audit of the  
Township’s funds and for a forensic audit, they must be looking for something specific.  
Mr. Bradwell and Mr. Badia are to get costs for a forensic audit. 
Additionally, Mr. Bradwell commented on: 

 the current police contract 

 the Puchany case  
 

Resident Joe Petito of Reissing Road addressed the Board regarding a flashing light at O’Hare 
and State Route 980.  He inquired if a solar powered/LED sign was checked into.  Dan Deiseroth 
noted that he will have a report next week.  Additionally, he inquired of Mr. Bottorff about an 
update on Sunset Dr. to Reissing Road storm water.  Mr. Bottorff addressed his inquiry.  
 
 
 

Resident Ed Badia addressed the Board regarding the expense reports.  It was suggested that 
the information be put on the Township’s website.
